2.  National Association of Local Councils – Annual Conference -22nd to 24th September 2006
The NALC Annual Conference will be held at the Britannia Adelphi Hotel, Liverpool from Friday 22nd September to Sunday 24th September 2006.

The cost will be £235.00 per delegate plus accommodation and travelling estimated at another £300.00 in total.

3.  Resolutions for Consideration
In accordance with Standing Order I 25 to 30 of the Standing Orders of Sandy Town Council, Cllr White has submitted the following two Resolutions for the consideration of Council:-


(1)  This Council, mindful of the useful contacts it has established with the WAGN rail company, and noting that the franchise to operate services to and from Sandy has been transferred to the First Group with effect from 1st April 2006 resolves to seek an early meeting with representatives of the new franchisee at management level to discuss matters of interest relating to the passenger services, station buildings and facilities at Sandy.

(2)  This Council resolves to mark the tenth anniversary of the twinning of Sandy with the town of Skarszewy in Poland by choosing an appropriate name for a highway or part of a highway in honour of Sandy’s Polish twin town, when the opportunity next arises, and, if possible, to coincide with the visit of representatives of Skarszewy to Sandy in July 2006.

If these Resolutions are moved and supported by the Council at this meeting they become the decision and are so minuted.

If they are not supported, or Members require further debate they will have to be referred back to the next Meeting of the appropriate Committee, i.e. Planning Parks & Open Spaces Committee for full debate (S.O.29)
