3 Market Square – Delivery arrangements
The Town Council has been contacted by Transport Planning Associates with regard to delivery arrangements for a new occupier of the former Wine Rack store, 3 Market Square. (Copy of letter attached) 

The client of TPA is currently negotiating a lease for the property and they would like to take deliveries to the side of the building. Mr Hanks from TPA has reviewed access to the side area and he has concluded that it is not safe, as vehicles must either reverse into or out of the road, across the pedestrian crossing on Cambridge Road. (Copy of plan attached) 
The Client of TPA is requesting permission to fund the removal of the concrete bollards between the side road and the Town Council car park and their replacement with bollards which can be lowered or removed to allow a delivery vehicle to enter / exit via the car park.

Members may recall that the barrier system restricts access to the Town Centre car park before 8.45am Monday – Friday, except for people with a car park pass. It has been suggested that morning deliveries are scheduled for 7.30am, with vehicles leaving the site by 8.30am via the Council car park. They would also like permission to utilise traffic cones to ensure car park spaces adjacent to the site are vacant to allow egress. (Copy of plan attached)

A1 – Speed Limits
Members may recall that they requested for the speed limits on the A1 to be taken to a future meeting.

The speed limit on the A1 through the Parish of Sandy is 70mph north of Fallowfield, 50mph from Fallowfield to Beeston and 60mph south of Beeston and this includes Seddington. (Plans attached) 

The 50mph section between Fallowfield and Beeston has many roads where vehicles can enter and / or leave the A1 and these include St Neots Road, London Road, Bedford Road and Orchard Road. In addition vehicles can enter and leave the A1 from numerous residential driveways and businesses.
The 50mph section of the A1 has two reversible speed camera sections, the first located in Beeston adjacent to High Road and the second adjacent to St Neots Road. 

The 60 mph section south of Beeston has a number of residential driveways and businesses where vehicles can enter and leave the A1.
