2. Grant Applications
(a) An application (copy attached) has been received from the Extended Schools Programme for assistance with an event taking place on 11th June 2009 (the organisers have been made aware that this grant will not be considered until after the event takes place).  No specific sum has been requested.
The Council does not have a power to support this grant but is able to authorise expenditure under Section 137 of the Local Govt Act 1972.  The expenditure must be considered to be commensurate with the benefit derived by the inhabitants of Sandy.
(b) The second request (copy attached) is from the Arts Development Team at Central Bedfordshire Council.  Sandy Community Liaison Forum supported a previous similar activity which proved very successful.  The amount of funding requested is £1,815.
Council would be able to make this grant under its powers stated in Local Govt Act 1972, s145.

4. Bank of Ireland Accounts
Rating agency Moody’s, which ranks banks based on their strength, has downgraded Anglo Irish Bank.It has also placed Allied Irish, Bank of Ireland, Irish Life & Permanent and ICS Building Society on review for a potential future downgrade of the quartet’s bank deposits and senior debt ratings.

This means Moody’s is losing confidence in the Irish banking system.

Anyone with cash in Anglo Irish or Bank of Ireland, including the Post Office, is protected by the Irish government’s deposit protection scheme. In theory, this guarantees 100% of the deposit. However, Moody’s has concerns for the Irish government’s ability to truly safeguard your money.
In addition to this the interest rate on the accounts is linked to the bank base rate, which was previously favourable, now the interest received on the accounts is negligible.  At present the Town Council has approximately £400,000 in the Bank of Ireland in two separate accounts.  Members should decide if they wish to leave the money in these accounts or transfer them to the Barclays Business Reserve Account until another suitable deposit account can be sourced.  It should be noted that although the British Government has guaranteed the first £50,000 of deposits in British banks this is (unlike the Irish guarantee) limited to private individuals.
(Members are requested to decide on a course of action with regards to its funds in the Bank of Ireland)
5. Cricket requests
There have been a number of requests concerning cricket which need the decision of Town Council.

(a) Request for a key to the Jenkins Pavilion

The Jenkins Pavilion Working Group considered an informal request from Mr Reynolds for keys so that he could access the pavilion at any time.  He was told that he needed to submit a formal request for Town Council to consider, this he has now done.  His reasoning is that the club needs to access equipment kept in the pavilion or in the scorebox at any time.

However, the situation with the Jenkins Pavilion is very different from that of the old Banks Pavilion.  The new building is protected by a security alarm and it is unwise to allow the code to become known outside the staff of the

Town Council (it may even affect the insurance cover).  The building is also hired by other bodies at different times and hirers would be unhappy to have other individuals accessing the building without notice. In addition, if Mr Reynolds were given a key then it would not be unreasonable for Sandy Colts to request one and the control of access to the building could quickly become compromised. 

Mr Reynolds has been told that he can make prior arrangements for a member of the Council staff to lock and unlock the pavilion for the club so long as there is no clash with another hirer and that the request is reasonable.  This has been done in order for the club to have the new scoreboard commissioned.  If the club has equipment they need to access at odd times it could be kept in the cricket store rather than in the new pavilion.

(Members are requested to decide if a key to the Jenkins Pavilion should be given to Mr Reynolds)
(b) Alcohol in the Jenkins Pavilion
The lettings policy states:

13. CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL

All requests to consume alcoholic liquor require the permission of Sandy Town Council. It is the responsibility of the hirer to complete the booking form requesting this permission.
The Town Council prohibits the sale of alcoholic liquor on the premises.

Mr Reynolds has made a formal request for Sandy Cricket Club and it’s opponents to consume alcohol during matches.

This was considered by the Working Group which thought:

(a) That the club members should be allowed to consume alcohol on the premises during adult matches.

(b) That no alcohol should be brought on to the premises during youth matches.

(c) That this permission need not be sought each season. 

(d) That Sandy Town Council should reserve the right to rescind this permission at any time. 

(e) That separate permission should be sought for the consumption of alcohol at social occasions organised by the club.

The Group resolved to pass this request on to Town Council for a decision to be made.

(Members are requested to decide if they think that permission to consume alcohol should be granted to the Cricket Club, subject to the conditions above).

(c) Holiday Cricket Scheme

A request has been received from the Bedfordshire Cricket Board, together with Sandy Cricket Club to hold a one day taster coaching session at the Sunderland Road Recreation Ground. This would be for children who have   

not played cricket before and it would take place on Monday 27th August 2009, 9.30 – 3.30.

The Town Council charges for this activity would normally be - £30.50 for the pitch, £18.98 for changing rooms and toilets and £82.80 for the social room.  A total of £132.28 inclusive of VAT.  However, the Cricket Club have requested that the Town Council waive some or all of these fees as the children of Sandy would derive benefit from the day.
(Members are requested to decide if they would allow the day to go ahead and if so whether they are prepared to waive any or all of the fees for the use of the facilities).

(d) East Beds Charity Cricket Shield

For many years one or two matches per season have been played at Sunderland Road Recreation Ground in aid of local charities and organisations.  Previously any fees due have been waived by Town Council but with the use of the new pavilion Members need to consider whether they wish to waive fees for this organisation in future.  The fees would be similar to those quoted in the item above.
(Members are requested to decide if they are prepared to waive any or all of the fees for the use of the facilities by the East Beds Charity Cricket Shield).

6. Request from Sandy Extravaganza

A request has been received for the Extravaganza committee to run a Colts 5 a-side football tournament on Bedford Road Recreation Ground on Sunday June 28th.

This has been part of the Carnival activities for many years but there has been confusion this year as to whether it was to go ahead and permission has been granted for Sandy Colts to have a small club tournament and Sandy FC to host a 5-a-side tournament in the ground. All these activities are to take place over three consecutive weekends if permission is granted to the Extravaganza Committee.  

(Members are requested to consider whether or not they would like to grant permission for this tournament to go ahead).

7. Fallowfield 20mph limit

The Town Council received 33 responses to the survey conducted in the last newsletter regarding the speed limit on Fallowfield.  Of these responses 31 were in favour of a 20mph speed limit on the whole estate, none were received in favour of limiting the 20mph limit to the Hawk Drive area.  Just two were received which opposed any 20mph limit at all.

(Members are requested to decide if they would like to ask Central Bedfordshire Council to impose a 20mph on any part of the Fallowfield estate).

8. Campaign to Protect Rural England Planning Training Day
An all day training session, entitled “The planning system and how to use it to influence local development”.  This will take place on Monday 28th September and the cost is £50.00 per delegate including lunch.  The venue is the Rufus centre in Flitwick.
(Members are requested to decide if they wish to send any representatives to this training day).

9. Request from 1st Sandy Scout Group

The Scout Group would like to hold their annual sports day on Sunderland Road Recreation Ground on Sunday 12th July starting at 2.00 pm.  Thyey will keep to the Berwick Way end of the ground, away from the cricket pitch.

At the same time they are also holding a celebration event for the members of the group to commemorate 100 years of Scouting in Sandy and would like to invite Members of the Council to attend the celebration.

(Members are requested to give permission for this event and nominate representatives to attend).
