7. Review of Polling Districts and Polling places

8. Rent Review – Sandy Football Club
The current 35 year Lease with Sandy Football Club for the use of the Pavilion and Football pitch on Bedford Road Recreation Ground allows for a rent increase in respect of the pitch each year.

The rent for the Pavilion is set at £1.00 per year for the term of the Lease but this Lease does of course also include a number of maintenance responsibilities for the club.  The rent for the pitch is reviewed with effect from 1st September each year. It is to be set at the Principal Rent (i.e. that operative immediately before the review date) plus any increase which is to be in accordance with the Retail Price Index.

The current Principal Rent is £350.00 and the last released R.P.I. figure is 3.8% for July 2006. If this were considered appropriate the rent for the pitch would be £363.30 effective immediately.
