In discussion with the Foreman it has become apparent that although some type of raised platform would be advantageous the exact type has yet to be identified.

(b) Purchase of Ramps for loading L.D.V. Vehicle

The amount allocated in the estimates for this item was £196.00.  However, on further investigation and consideration of the nature of the ramps and the health and safety requirements the contractor who supplied this quotation did not feel qualified to undertake the work.

Issues to be taken into consideration were the fixing of the ramps to the LDV and to each other to prevent slippage.  There was also a need to ensure that the machinery could be loaded without being damaged.

The manufacturers of the LDV vehicle could not help and a quotation was requested from TFL Truck Fitments Ltd.  This has been received and is for £720.00.

Committee is requested for further instructions and if the current quote is to be accepted the source for the additional £524.00.
