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11. Footpath in Stirling Close, Sandy.
The residents of numbers 6 and 7 Stirling Close have been complaining for some time regarding the anti-social behaviour of young people congregating in the passageway which runs between their properties. It is a strange situation in that, although provided during the construction of this estate, this particular footpath goes nowhere and finishes at the fence to Handley Court.  Cllr Blaine, the P.C.S.O.s and Aragon Housing have investigated and all agree that this footpath could be closed off without affecting anyone and at no detriment to the residents.
Representations have been made to Aragon Housing who have stated that they would be willing to make an application for closure of the footpath provided that a formal request is made to them by Sandy Town Council.
