3. Request from the Friends of St Swithun’s Church
The Friends of St Swithun’s Church have booked the Social Room at the Jenkins Pavilion in order to hold a fundraising event.  This is to be a wine tasting event (and Council’s permission to serve (not sell) alcohol is sought) on 25th September 7.30 to 10.30.  They will need access to the Pavilion from 6.00 pm to 11.00 pm and this will cost £60 plus VAT.

1. Council Surgeries

Resolution for Full Council in the name of Cllr Nigel Aldis

That the Council recognises that as a Quality Council the opportunity for members to meet with residents at a monthly surgery is most important and that all members should make every effort (work commitments allowing) to be present on at least one occasion a year. 

That in view of the poor numbers of residents that attend the Town Council surgeries on the first Saturday of each month in the council offices that the surgeries should be held in the Farmers’ Market area in the summer months. (May to September inclusive)

That in order to provide suitable protection from the weather (hot sun or heavy rain) a suitable size gazebo is purchased when prices are most competitive.  The cost of the gazebo (estimated at £80) to come from the Contingency Fund.

2. HGVs and traffic calming St Neots Road

Resolution for Full Council in the name of Cllr Nigel Aldis

That Sandy Town Council notes the concerns of many residents that speeding traffic on St Neots Road is a real hazard to the safety of pedestrians, cyclists and other road users.

That the Council requests that the Highways Department of Central Bedfordshire Council:

a. Liaise with Bedfordshire Police to obtain the results of speed checks carried out in the area of St Neots Road,

b. Investigates the scale of the problem using traffic surveys as appropriate, and

c. If the findings justify further action that they investigate suitable traffic calming initiatives to ameliorate the problem.

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12. PCSO Consultation


Bedfordshire Police have commissioned a review of the current shift patterns worked by Police Community Support Officers in all areas covered by the force.
They have asked the following questions:

1. Did you have any concerns about the PCSO shift patterns (either in terms of the hours worked, or the pattern of days off) before I contacted you?

2. From your experience of working with PCSOs, do you believe that the current shift pattern allows them to carry out their work of engaging, reassuring and tackling local priorities effectively? (If not, how does it affect these activities?)

3. Do you feel the current shift pattern places any obstacles in the way of effective co-operation between yourselves (and members of your community) and PCSOs?

4. Are there any other concerns about the PCSO shift pattern that you would like to raise?

Please note that the review is only concerned with shift patterns and does not cover other issues, such as PCSO powers or the issuing of parking or other Fixed Penalty Notices.
(Members are requested to respond to the consultation if they wish).
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
