6. Request from Sandy & District Horticultural Society

A letter has been received from Sandy & District Horticultural Society with regard to holding an annual car boot sale on Bedford Road Recreation Ground. (Copy attached) They have requested permission to hold a car boot sale on the Recreation Ground on Whit-Sunday Morning only 7.00am – 1.00pm. The date next year is the 24th May 2009 and to continue annually thereafter.
(Members are requested to decide whether they would like to give permission for the annual car boot sale).
7. Consultation from St Swithun’s VC Lower School
A consultation letter has been received from St Swithun’s VC Lower School with regard to specialist class for children with autistic spectrum disorders (ASDs) - Consultation. (Copy attached).  The proposal also contains plans to build a permanent structure to house the unit.
(Members are requested to decide whether they would like to give comment on the Autistic Spectrum Disorder - Consultation). 

8. Core Strategy and Development Management Policies: Draft Submission
A Consultation document has been received from Mid Beds District Council for the Core Strategy and Development Management Policies: Draft Submission.  It is not an additional stage of public consultation but an opportunity to make comments specifically related to the soundness and legal compliancy of the Plan.

The document is too large to copy individually to Members but is available in the office if Members would like to see it. 

Policy CS1: Development Strategy, the policy translates the overall approach to development into a strategy for specific locations. Mid Beds District Council has considered a number of options and alternatives and has concluded that the Development Strategy represents the most appropriate strategy for the future. It will successfully deliver the growth requirements of the East of England Plan and contribute to a higher quality of life in Mid Bedfordshire over the plan period. 9. Mid Beds Premises Licence Application
An application has been received from Mid Beds District Council, Licensing Department. For a variation in the premises licence for Somerfield, Great North Road, Sandy, SG19 1NA. Variation to the licence to extend the hours for the sale of alcohol to 24 hours each day.(Copy attached).

The deadline for returning any licensing objectives is 7th November 2008.
(Members are requested to decide on whether they want to make representation on one or more of the four licensing objectives: to prevent crime & disorder; public safety; prevent public nuisance and to protect children from harm). 
10. Land at Beeston Green

This item was referred for discussion from Town Council meeting.  As Members are aware the waiting list for allotments at the present time is very long, amounting to at least 10 years at the present rate of turnover.  The Clerk (and the previous Clerk) have attempted to identify suitable parcels of land for use as allotments but without a great deal of success.

However, Mid Beds District Council own a parcel of land off the Green in Beeston  (Map attached).  This has, in the past been the subject of a planning application for social housing, which fell through because of access problems.  Preliminary discussions with officers at Mid Beds District Council have indicated that some, at least, of the land may possibly be able to be released for use as allotments.  However, the officers also felt that it would be more appropriate to wait for the formation of Central Bedfordshire before the matter was considered in more detail.

District Councilor Aldis has raised the matter with the relevant portfolio holder and received a similar response.  It appears that although there is a moratorium on the District Council disposing of its assets before April 2009 this could be done with the agreement of its partners, South Beds District Council and the County Council.
