9. Parish Partnership Programme

Cllr Gale, the Council’s Highways Representative accompanied Mr Paul Joyce to inspect areas of footpath which were recommended for re-surfacing under the Parish Partnership Programme.  As a result the following areas were identified as being in need of re-surfacing and Mr Joyce requested to include them in the programme:
Winchester Road – part near Cauldwell Court

High Street – if any stretches are to be missed from the re-surfacing works

Swansholme Gardens – areas not re-surfaced recently

Laburnum Road

Mr Joyce has been asked to prioritise them according to the level of damage.

10. Request to use Bedford Road Recreation Ground

Mid Beds District Council Play Rangers have requested the use of Bedford Road Recreation Ground during the summer holidays.  They would use the ground on a small number of weekdays to be arranged if Council agree to the use of the park.

Play Rangers are funded by the big Lottery to provide free play provision for children and young people.  They are aiming to help over 18,000 children over a 3 year period to overcome their fears about playing the public domain and encourage them to become more independent.
