Clerk’s Report

Members are advised that a joint walking event has been planned with Central Bedfordshire Council and other partners on Sunday 22 April 2012.  Beginning at 9.45 am a series of guided group walks will be provided along the Greensands Ridge, beginning from the Town Centre car park and then proceeding on the Sandy/Everton circular walk including some walking within the Lodge before returning to the town centre car park.  Along the route of the walk three short talks will be provided to each group, one at the Pinnacle about Sandy history (delivered by Barry Groome), one in Everton and one at the Lodge.  Walkers will be accompanied by a walk leader and guides.   The purpose of the event is to promote the Greensands Ridge walk, to launch the planned Sandy TIC Jubilee walks leaflet and to publicise relevant local organisations/services such as RSPB, Ramblers Groups, BRCC, STC, CBC, Ramblers Association, NHS etc.  It is planned to provide refreshments (delivered by a community group) and publicity stands at Sandy Town Council Chamber or in the Town Centre car park.  It is hoped to offer 7 walk start times.  There will be no charge for the walks as they are designed to promote walking and raise awareness of local services.  Insurance, publicity, health and safety responsibilities and will be undertaken by Central Bedfordshire Council.
Members are asked to consider the Clerk’s request to allow use of the Town Council Chamber, part of the town centre car park, the TIC and such other council resources as are needed (mainly TIC & Clerk staff time) to permit this event to take place.  

This event fits well with the Tourism strategy which Sandy TIC is developing which focuses particularly on encouraging visitors to the area through walking.  

Sandy Town Council has now been registered as an Associate Member of the Walkers are Welcome organisation and we are working on developing sufficient community support (specifically from businesses) to enable us to continue our drive to achieve our Walkers are Welcome status.  STC is being supported in this by Central Bedfordshire Council, (particularly as to date there are no other WaW towns in Bedfordshire). The goal is to achieve this status during 2012.
